ACCEPT WILDWOOD KNOLLS REVENUE REPORT

Presented by Councilwoman Whetsel

RESOLUTION # R 13-343
RESOLVED, that the Town Board accept the 2013 year end Wildwood Knolls Facilities Revenue Report, total facilities revenue $1,000.00.  Original warrant presented in March was $1,900, but nine families chose not to use this facility in 2013.

Seconded by Councilman Luongo, unanimously carried.

DISCUSSION ON PROPOSED TOWN HALL ADDITION

Supervisor Tendy told the residents that the town had received a $250,000 grant from NYS to put an addition onto Town Hall along with a $60,000-$70,000 grant for photovoltaics to go onto the proposed addition roof.  We are running out of room, we have files everywhere.  There is also a security issue for the court that must be corrected in the next couple of years and this will be mandatory.  The grant money will pay for 1/3 of the cost of the addition and if we don’t use that money we will lose it, eventually we will have to build an addition and it is in our best interest to do that work now.   The New York State Troopers have shown an interest in taking a room in our Parks & Recreation building, which would put them local.  We are planning on putting the Assessor, Building, Planning and Zoning in the new addition as they all share the same records.  Parks and Recreation could then come over here and take those offices.
Susan Manno, Town Facilities Manager explained that the new addition would be 3100 square feet and house the departments that Supervisor Tendy stated.  We went out to bid and the first time we received only one bid so we went back out to bid and then received three bids.  She noted that we are almost at capacity in regard to files and storage.  We store some records at the county and we have a trailer in the back of our town hall that houses files.   
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Interest rate could be lower than Q%, we used this number as a base.

This financing has been based on the high side (worst case scenario) 10% Contingency
Budget of $84,200.00 is more than generous and should come in considerably lower.

Modifications to the specifications will bring the price down.

We have the flexibility to choose Phase Il of our financing option according the economic
climate in the next J years.

The cost to the taxpayer is minimal at $115D for a four year period if at all according to
which option the Town Board decides to go with in terms of financing,

The new construction will obtain LEED Certification for the use of radiant heat and solar
panels. The town will have a chance to participate as a model for “8reen energy " and can
be used as an educational tool to the Putnam Valley School System as well as to the
residents of the town. Both of these features will effectively reduce carrying costs.

It would be a shame not to take advantage of this sizable grant.

There are so many factors that make now the time to move ahead with this project.
Approximately 1D years ago the administration tried to expand the Town Hall, at that time
the cost was to be totally passed on to the taxpayer. In this instance we have a chance to
provide additional work and storage space as well as make modifications to the existing
building many of which will be mandated in the future by the NYS Justice Court System
as well as OSHA Health and Safety Regulations, at little or no additional cost to the
taxpayer. The fact that we have received $250,000 in grant money to help offset the costs
to this project as well as $68,630 in grant money to provicle energy saving devices is huge.
The town having the ability to use low cost long term financing to achieve this goal is
another huge bonus.

Two other townships in Putnam County with comparable populations to our town built
new facilities within the last 10 years, the costs ranged well over 3 million dollars apiece.
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Construction of 1 story,, 110 square foot municipal building, parking and passage way to
existing facility located at 265, Oscawana Lake Road, Putnam Valley, New York 105709.

Addition is intended to include the Assessor's Office, Building Department, and
Planning/ Zoning Department's. [t will also contain a conference room and file storage
area. There is no bathroom located in this addition. An enclosed handicap accessible
breezeway will connect the two buildings. The existing gravel parking area, located to the
south of the addition, will be expanded to accommodate 11 parking spaces. Two handicap
parking spaces will be provided on the west side of the addition.
