RESOLUTION #R13- 350
RESOLVED, that the Town Board add the following amendment to the agenda:

DISCUSSION ON REVOCABLE LICENSE AGREEMENT-DENNEHY
Town Counsel Zutt explained to the Town Board that Joseph Dennehy resides at 21 Point Drive South and he needs to dig a new well.  Town Land sits in front of the location of the new well on Mr. Dennehy’s property and there is no way to position a drill rig without encroaching on town property. He will need to build a platform to accommodate the rig during the drilling process which will encroach on town property.  Mr. Dennehy wishes to legalize the encroachments and has asked the town to grant a revocable license to achieve this.  Larry Cobb, our Highway Superintendent feels this will not be a problem. In fact, it will be a small benefit to the town as Mr. Dennehy could use this area for parking.  Town Counsel Zutt asked the Town Board if they support this request and would a reasonable sum of money be charged as they did for Mele on Hollowbrook
Supervisor Tendy feels the town will get a benefit from this as it will free up space on the road for the highway to plow.  He feels it is reasonable to charge Mr. Dennehy the same amount as Mr. Mele paid plus County Recording Fees.

DISCUSSION OF PROPOSED DONATION OF PROPERTY TO TOWN-TM#83.80-1-6
Supervisor Tendy told the Town Board that Jim Yu owner of Tax Map#83.80-1-6, wants to donate this parcel to the town.  It is 1.96 acres and he went and looked at the property and does not feel that it is of any value to the town.  If the town accepted this property, it would take it off the tax roll, approximately $4000 in taxes would be lost.  Supervisor Tendy feels that we should not accept this property, the other Town Board members agreed.

Councilwoman Whetsel wondered if the owner spoke to the residents’ whose properties neighbor this parcel.

Town Board members agreed that would be a good idea if he did, since he wants to get rid of the property.
