Supervisor Tendy opened the Public Hearing at 6:05 p.m.

A PROPOSED LOCAL LAW TO AMEND PUTNAM VALLEY TOWN CODE, CHAPTER 66-TO CORRECT AN ERRONEOUS CROSS REFERENCE TO SECTION 165-88 OF THE TOWN CODE (ZONING CODE).
No residents were in attendance.

Town Counsel Zutt explained that there are various sections of the code that are referenced in other sections that were erroneously carried over.  When we adopted New York States model law it corrected Chapter 165-91.2 rather than Chapter 165-88, it changed our numbering system not the language.

Supervisor Tendy closed the public hearing at 6:08 p.m.

Seconded by Councilwoman Annabi, unanimously carried.

AUTHORIZE SUPERVISOR TO APPLY TO THE NYS DEC PERMISSION TO INTRODUCE TRIPLOID GRASS CARP IN LAKE OSCAWANA

RESOLUTION #R 13-99
RESOLVED  that the Town Board authorize the Town Supervisor to apply to the NYS DEC permission to introduce Triploid Grass Carp into Lake Oscawana.

Seconded by Councilman Luongo, unanimously carried.

DISCUSS PROPOSED LICENSE AGREEMENT-MELE
Town Counsel Zutt explained that there is a masonry wall encroachment on the Hollowbrook Road right-of-way.  There are two choices, ask Mr. Mele to remove the wall or we accommodate the homeowner and ask for a monetary consideration from him.  Town Counsel Zutt asked the Town Board how much the monetary consideration should be.
Supervisor Tendy told the Town Board members that the wall is not causing any problems right now and that maybe the homeowner should be charged an annual fee.

Councilman Mackay is concerned that whatever they decide would set a precedent for other homeowners who encroached on town property.
Councilman Luongo added that this masonry wall replaced a wooden wall.  It is holding up part of the homeowner’s garage and he feels it would be a horrendous undertaking for the homeowner to take down the wall.

Town Counsel Zutt suggested a single lump sum payment.

Supervisor Tendy feels $100 would be fair.

Councilman Luongo would like the homeowner to also pay the recording fees with the county.

Councilwoman Annabi is concerned that it would be costly for the homeowner.

Town Board agreed that the homeowner will be charged a single lump sum payment of $100 and also pay the recording fees.

RESOLVED that the Town Board authorize the Town Supervisor to sign the contract with Brian Shook Construction for the Town Hall kitchen/roof repair in the amount of $21,750.  This damage was caused by Hurricane Sandy and the town will be reimbursed by the insurance company.

DISCUSSION TO CONFER ENFORCEMENT AUTHORITY ON THE PUTNAM COUNTY SOCIETY FOR THE PREVENTION OF CRUELTY TO ANIMALS
Town Counsel Zutt told the Town Board members his concern was the town’s insurance.  Our insurance company told Town Counsel Zutt that Putnam Valley would need to be added onto the SPCA’s insurance as “Additional Insured.”   Spoke to Ken at the SPCA, that is not a problem but he would like the town to pay the $200 yearly fee that it would cost to put the Town of Putnam Valley on his policy as “Additional Insured.”  If Town Board agrees a public hearing would need to be set.

Town Board members agreed that they would do this.
