COUNTY LEGISLATOR REPORT
County Legislator Scuccimarra noted that tractor-trailers are using Canopus Hill Road, which is dangerous and not able to accommodate trucks.  One tractor-trailer got stuck on that hair pin turn.  She has spoken to the Philipstown Highway Superintendent as well as the Putnam Valley Highway Superintendent and there will be signage going up at each end of the road.  As far as “Medication Take Back Day” the DEA is taking this over due to the drug epidemic in New York.  The County is trying to get local pharmacies to have a drop box for prescriptions, if residents have prescriptions in their home and they are not comfortable having them, they can call Putnam County Sheriff and they will come and pick them up.  If anyone is having an addiction problem, there is hope and there is help.  If a resident suspects someone is dealing drugs please call 
225-DRUGS.
County Legislator Gouldman wants to hear from the residents, he is interested in their thoughts and concerns and welcomes them to reach out at 845-808-1020 or William.gouldman@putnamcountyny.gov. He also wanted to remind residents of the Home Energy Assistance Program. It is emergency benefits to assist eligible homeowners with their heat. WHEREAS, it has come to the attention of the Town Board of the Town of Putnam Valley, that spirits, goblins, wee folk, fairies, and leprechauns do appear at strange and eerie hours and areas and more specifically are wont to do so on the night before St. Patrick’s Day; and
WHEREAS, these ethereal beings are usually involved in mischievous and frivolous behavior; and
WHEREAS, the Town Board recognizes that these other world beings are generally recidivists and cannot be reformed no matter how much mischief they cause and notwithstanding the punishment that is prescribed; and
WHEREAS, it would be to no avail to provide for corporal or other punishments since fairies, spirits, wee folk, leprechauns and goblins of the hob type are incorrigible; and
WHEREAS, it is known that these wee folk have the power to appear and disappear at will and take the form of humans or animals; and
WHEREAS, on past occasions on the night before St. Patrick’s Day a Shamrock has miraculously appeared on the road at the intersection of Oscawana Lake Road and Peekskill Hollow Road; and
