Supervisor Tendy sent his condolences as well as the Town Board’s to the family of “Tony Rush” who passed away.  Mr. Rush was a lifelong resident in the town, a nice man and he will be missed.

Supervisor Tendy presented Putnam Valley Middle School Teacher, Maria Bradfield with a Certificate of Appreciation as she was named ‘New York State Science, Engineering, Technology and Mathematic s Master Teacher by Governor Cuomo.”
Supervisor Tendy presented Ray Ranelli, owner of “JARS Electric” with a Certificate of Appreciation as his business was chosen as “Business of the Month” by the Putnam Valley Chamber of Commerce.

COUNTY LEGISLATOR REPORT

County Legislator Scuccimarra noted that County Executive O’Dell had her “State of the County 
Address.” This year is the “Year of the Family”, number one priority being the war on drugs. More money will be allocated to the Sheriff’s department and nonprofit coalitions.  The County Legislators will be voting on hiring Anthony Sutton as the new Emergency Services Commissioner.  Putnam County is in good economic shape, 73% of our budget goes towards mandates.  Putnam County is planning a workshop to unify all of our planning and zoning boards.  The County Legislators have banned the use of Styrofoam from all county facilities.  On March 21st, the County is having a free rabies clinic at the South Putnam Animal Hospital from 3pm-5pm.
 
 A resident asked County Legislator Scuccimarra if the county has considered banning plastic bags.
County Legislator Scuccimarra told the resident that is on the agenda to discuss.

County Legislator Gouldman thanked County Legislator Scuccimarra for all of her hard work on getting the ban of Styrofoam passed.  He also noted that Senator Sue Serino has an office at the Putnam Valley Senior Center at 117 Town Park Lane, the office is open from 8:00-4:00 every day, and phone number is 845-528-0417.  Putnam County Soil and Conservation has a Tree & Shrub Seedling program, place your orders by March 25th and pick is on April 24th from 10-6 or April 25th from 10 to noon.  Information is on the county’s website www.putnamcounty.ny.com.  With the rise of identity theft County Legislator Gouldman is hosting a “Shred-a-thon” at the Putnam Valley Town Hall on April 25th from 10am-12 noon. This is free but asks that each resident that brings something to be shredded bring a nonperishable item to be donated to the Putnam Valley Food Pantry. Councilman Mackay also wanted the residents to be aware that there is a scam going on that residents are receiving phone calls from someone saying they are the IRS. DISCUSSION ON LIFEGUARDS

Supervisor Tendy feels that the Town Board has agreed that if a lifeguard is on call, they should be paid and if it rains all day and they are not on call, they would not get paid.  The Town Board needs to further discuss if the Putnam County Health Department closes a beach for a length of time, does the lifeguard get paid?  Do we relocate the lifeguard to another beach?  We need to come up with a solution.

Councilman Mackay noted that lifeguards pay about $550 for Red Cross training.  
Councilman Luongo wants to know if the lifeguard comes on duty at 11:30 and the skies opened up, at what point would they not be on call.
Sherry Howard replied that they are required to stay at the beach for a half an hour and then they are on call to come back to the beach when it stops raining.
Councilwoman Annabi noted that we need someone to check to make sure the lifeguards come back on the beaches of Lake Oscawana.

Councilman Mackay noted that the Town Board has not discussed this position or salary.

Supervisor Tendy replied that it would be similar to the Roaring Brook Lake Superintendent position.

Town Board has decided that further discussion is needed on this topic.
