CONTINUATION  OF THE PUBLIC HEARING TO AMEND CHAPTER 51 OF THE TOWN CODE OF THE TOWN OF PUTNAM VALLEY SO AS TO CONFER ENFORCEMENT AUTHORITY ON THE PUTNAM COUNTY SOCIETY FOR THE PREVENTION OF CRUELTY TO ANIMALS (“SPCA”)
Supervisor Tendy opened the Public Hearing at 6:00 p.m.

Supervisor Tendy would like to know what the functions of the SPCA would be if the Town conferred enforcement authority to the SPCA.  Mr. Ross sent an email and he stated that the SPCA would not be a backup to our Dog Control Officer that they would not handle dog complaints, only complaints on animal cruelty.

Ken Ross, from the SPCA told the Town Board that they tried to let the Town Board know that they are not Dog Control Officers and that they are not looking to do that.  Patti Smith, your Dog Control Officer works 17.5 hours, and there are 168 hours in a week and we cannot supplement the hours that she does not work.  Our job is not to round up animals but to respond to dog cruelty complaints.  In order for us to write a nuisance fine, we would need to be written in the Town Code giving us the authority to do that.  In regard to complaints of dogs chasing residents, we have no problem helping on an emergency basis but we do not want to replace your Dog Control Officer.
Supervisor Tendy asked if it was fair to say that the SPCA’s main focus is animal cruelty, and are they currently permitted to take a cruelty complaint in Putnam Valley.

Mr. Ross told the Town Board that their special duties as Peace Officers are animal cruelty and yes they are permitted to take cruelty complaints in Putnam Valley.  He added that the town reached out to him when there was a situation that was a Town Code violation, we had to walk away.  If the town wants the SPCA to resolve a barking dog complaint then the SPCA would need to be written into the code so we can ticket the resident.  If there is a dog chasing a resident and your Dog Control Officer is not available, we can be called.

Councilwoman Annabi wanted to clarify that if there is a dog at large, the SPCA would not respond.  If a dog is menacing a resident he can take the complaint. Dogs chasing residents is where we need the help when Patti is unavailable.
Supervisor Tendy told the residents that Patti Smith can either come to the resident’s home to take a complaint or the resident must come into town hall as an affidavit must be signed.

Councilwoman Whetsel asked Mr. Ross if he would tell the resident to call Patti Smith if he could not handle the complaint.

Councilman Mackay asked Mr. Ross what role would the SPCA play if a dog bit a resident.

Mr. Ross responded that it depended where they were located in the county when the complaint is made, if we came up to a situation and witnessed a dog attacking a resident we could put the dog down.

A resident of Roaring Brook Lake told the Town Board that a lot of residents in Roaring Brook Lake had scary situations with dogs.  We hope that the SPCA will be written into Town Code so that we would have someone to help on the weekends when our Dog Control Officer is not available.

Supervisor Tendy does not want the residents to inundate the SPCA with calls because a dog is at large, they would need to come into Town Hall and file a formal complaint.

Supervisor Tendy closed the public hearing at 6:25 p.m.

COUNTY LEGISLATOR’S REPORT
County Legislator Oliverio told the residents that County Legislator Scuccimara was not able to attend tonight’s meeting and she sends her apologies. He urged the residents to read about the “State of the County” and also noted that a DVD will be put on Channel 18 and/or Channel 20, so that residents can watch the “State of the County.”  The County Legislators also passed an Anti-fracking law, which means that it cannot be used for de-icing on Putnam County roads.  They are also asking 16 counties in New York to also pass a law as we do not need to have radioactive, cariogenic material on our roads.  The County Legislators have also asked the Federal Government to move the spent rods at Indian Point to Nevada and asked Indian Point to increase the evacuation zone to 340 miles and to tighten up security there.  He added that the building on Oscawana Lake Road and the former gas station on Peekskill Hollow Road will be on the market by the end of May.

“Land Development Activity- construction activity including clearing, grading, excavating, soil disturbance or placement of fill that results in land disturbance of equal to or greater than one acre, or activities disturbing less than one acre of total land area that is part of a larger common plan of development or sale, even though multiple separate and distinct land development activities may take place at different times on different schedules or, with respect to properties in the New York City watershed, construction activities resulting in more than 5,000 sq. ft. of soil disturbance.”
(2)  This Local Law shall take effect upon its filing with the New York State Secretary of State.

A LOCAL LAW to amend Chapter 51 of the Town Code of the Town of Putnam Valley so as to confer enforcement authority on the Putnam County Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals (“SPCA”)
BE IT ENACTED by the Town Board of the Town of Putnam Valley as follows:

(1)  Section 51-12 of the Town Code is amended so as to read as follows (new material in italics):


“As authorized by Article 7 of the Agriculture and Markets Law, any Dog Control Officer or peace officer acting pursuant to his or her special duties or any officer or agent of the Putnam County SPCA may enforce and administer the provisions of this article and, for the purpose thereof, shall have the authority to issue a summons or appearance ticket in accordance with Sect. 150.20, Subdivision 3, of the Criminal Procedure Law and Sect. 10, Subdivision 4, Paragraph (a), of the Municipal Home Rule Law and to seize dogs either on or off the owner’s premises if witnessed to be in violation of this article.”
(2)  This Local Law shall take effect upon its filing with the New York State Secretary of State.
