Mr. Cantamessa who resides at 33 Somerset is asking that the town waive the permit fee in regard to his permanent tent (Cover It Tent) that he put up in 1996, and is now not in compliance with the present Zoning Code.

Building/Zoning Inspector Landi informed the Town Board that in 2008 they were asked to come in and get a permit and a survey for this tent and they never did.  The Building Dept. has received complaints from their neighbor in regard to Mr. Cantamessa doing body work on cars in this tent, Mr. Landi has pictures to document this.  He added that before 1996 permits were required for this type of structure and he is not sure who told Mr. Cantamessa that no permit was required.

Town Counsel Zutt added that this is a pretty substantial building, and besides needing a permit they may need to seek a variance from the Zoning Board.

Councilwoman Whetsel asked how much the permit fee would be.

Building/Zoning Inspector Landi responded that he was not sure as of now.

Supervisor Tendy asked Mr. Landi to get a ball park figure on the permit fee cost by next week.
Town Counsel Zutt requested that the Town Board asked Mr. Cantamessa to submit a survey prior to the Town Board considering a waiver on the building department fee.
