NYSERDA PRESENTATION-HUGO JULE
Hugo Jule, an Edge Regional Outreach Contractor gave a NYSERDA presentation.  NYSERDA offers a wide range of programs to help residents and municipalities across New York State become more energy efficient and use more renewable energy.  He spoke about using solar panels to help decrease a homeowners’ electric bill.  He discussed that NYSERDA would help offset some of the costs of the solar panels depending on the income of the residents.  Also available to residents is financing to do the Solar Electric through PV-NY Sun Program and purchasing wood pellet stoves, financing would be through Renewable New York.
Mr. Jule also spoke about Municipal Street Lighting, that street lights could be upgraded to LED lights which would save money.

Some of the questions presented to Mr. Jule were:

1.  What is the maintenance like if the town went with solar?

Response: Solar panels are relatively maintenance free for 20 years.
2.  What is the composite of the panels?

Response:  The frame is aluminum; there is a vacuum layer, a chemical composition layer, cells and the tempered glass outside.

3.  Is the glass hot to touch?

Response:  No, just warm; do suggest having a fence around low solar panels.
The Town Board thanked Mr. Jule for his presentation.
