SCHOOL DISTRICT REPORT
County Legislator Oliverio told the residents that tonight is “Back to School Night” at the middle school and at the high school will be on September 25th.  The Elementary School had a “Back School Night” on Tuesday and the next one is on Thursday, September 20th.  There are two big events coming up, on October 3, 2013 at 7:00 p.m. at the High School there will be the bon fire to kick off the fall sports season.  On October 5, 2013 the Home Coming Game will take place.  He asked that all parents stay with their children the night of the bon fire.
COUNTY LEGISLATORS REPORT

County Legislator Oliverio told the residents that the County Legislators will be passing a resolution banning tractor trailers from using Peekskill Hollow Road except for local delivery, there will be signage going up within the next 30 days.  Putnam County will be holding a 2014 budget meeting at Putnam National Golf Course on Wednesday, October 2nd at 5:30 p.m.  He added that in regard to the Putnam Valley properties that the county own, there are discussions and interest on the Oregon Corners property and the Oscawana Lake/Church Road property.
County Legislator Scuccimara announced that this Saturday, September 21st, “Medication Take Back Day” will take place at American Legion on Cedar Street in Cold Spring. She added that the flu season is here and Putnam County is offering flu shots on October 9th at the Garrison Fire Department and again on October 21st at the Carmel Fire Department, over the age of 60 the shot is free, otherwise $25.00
County Legislator Oliverio added that the Putnam Valley School District will be offering free flu shots to the students, parents will need to sign up.
RE-APPOINT TOWN ASSESSOR-S. LUONGO

RESOLVED that the Town Board re-appoint Sheryl Luongo as Sole Assessor for the Town of Putnam Valley, term of office to be October 1, 2013-September 30, 2019. Salary of Assessor is set annually by the Town Board at the annual Organization Meeting of the Town Board in January of every year.

DISCUSS INCENTIVE ZONING PROJECT APPLICATIONS-BEVERLY HILLS CEMETERY CORP. & GLENVIEW PARK INC.

David Steinmetz from the Law Firm of Zarin & Steinmetz told the Town Board members that he is representing the Shippers and Beverly Hills Cemetery.  The applicants are submitting an Incentive Zoning Application in regard to Tax Map# 84.-2-33, 34, 35 and 36.  The applicants are seeking to expand the cemetery by 55.45 acres which they would acquire from the Shippers.  This expansion would insure that the cemetery waill continue to provide a much needed public benefit.  Cemeteries are not listed as a permitted used in any Zoning District in the Town, in exchange for allowing Beverly Hill Cemetery to expand, the applicants are proposing to donate to the town, 90 acres of land for conservation and a public nature trail in perpetuity and also offer a $50,000 financial contribution paid over ten years.  The applicants are also seeking to rezone certain portions of Lots 33 & 34 to permit commercial usage.  These lots front Peekskill Hollow Road and Mill Street, which would offset the removal from the tax rolls of the property being added to the cemetery. He added that if the application is not accepted by the Town Board the applicants will withdraw their rezoning petition.  If the Town Board accepts their application, the four lots would be reconfigured to create a cemetery lot, a commercial lot and an open space/conservation lot so they would intend to see a lot line change from the Planning Board.  The applicants would like a determination from the Town Board under Town Zoning Code Section 165-110(C) that the “proposal is worthy of further consideration.”  
Supervisor Tendy appreciates the amount of time and work that went into this presentation; it makes the Town Board’s job easier.  He likes the general idea and is optimistic that this application can be tweaked.

County Legislator Oliverio questioned what commercial building is envisioned there as he does  not want the Adams Corner Store to lose business.

David Steinmetz responded that he cannot say at this point what commercial business would be there, but would like to work together with the Town Board.  He added that he would like the Town Board to pass a resolution indicating a desire for this application.  
Town Counsel Zutt noted that this is the first time the Town would be accepting an Incentive Zoning Application and he would like to wait on doing anything tonight.
